What are we learning about this half term?  
This half term, Class 6 will embark on an exciting journey of discovery across various subjects. Our goal is to provide a well-
rounded educational experience that fosters children to love to learn, give things a go, be resilient, show respect and aim high. 
Below is an overview of the topics we will explore. 
 
Reading: In Reading, we will read the following book: Skellig by David Almond. 
Our focus will be on developing the understanding of vocabulary and a range of comprehension questions.  
 
Writing: In writing we will be exploring a tension-building narrative, and non-chronological report and a newspaper report. 
Our focus will be on developing a range of sentences and sentence structure, the use of high-level/technical vocabulary and 
direct and indirect speech. 
 
Mathematics: Our mathematics curriculum will cover fractions and ratio.  
 
Science: Electricity - Electric celebrations. 
 
Religious Education: Christianity – Was Jesus the Messiah? 
 
Physical Education: WW2 dance and Tag rugby. 
 
PHSE: Keeping Healthy and growing and changing. 
 
D/T: Structures - tanks. 
 
Music: Songs of WW2. 
 
History: Why was the Blitz a significant event in WW2? 
 
French: French football champions. 
 
Computing: Sensing – coding a physical device.
