What are we learning about this half term?  
This half term, Class 2 will embark on an exciting journey of discovery across various subjects. Our goal is to provide a well-
rounded educational experience that fosters children to love to learn, give things a go, be resilient, show respect and aim high. 
Below is an overview of the topics we will explore. 
 
Reading: 
This half-term, we will continue teaching reading through Read Write Inc comprehension. We are so proud of how the children 
have approached this new style of reading. Children will read a short story or non-fiction text each week. They will be immersed 
in the new vocabulary within these texts, develop their inference skills with a focus on written comprehension answers and also 
understand how to read a text fluently and expressively through echo and choral reading.  
 
Writing:  
In writing we will be exploring narrative writing with a focus on The True Story of the Three Little Pigs. We will then explore how 
to write an explanation text about the journey from a seed to a sunflower. Finally, we will learn the features of a persuasive text. 
This unit allows children to write in a more formal style and to use a range of sentence openers appropriate to this genre. Our 
final piece is also used to persuade Mr Jordan so it gives the children a purpose for writing.  
 
Mathematics: 
Our mathematics curriculum will be based around money for the beginning of the half term so as many opportunities for you to 
look at coins and their values, adding coins to see how much they have or working out cost and change would be a perfect way to 
support this unit. The later part of the half term we will begin our fractions work where we will find fractions of objects and 
amounts, continue our work on shapes and their properties. We will then move on to multiplication and division. Times tables 
will be our 2, 5, 10 and 3 times tables.   
 
Science: 
In science, our new unit is Ready, Steady, Grow! We look at seeds and bulbs, seed dispersal and also try and grow a few things!  
 
RE: 
This half terms focus is Christianity and the different parts of the Easter story.  
 
Physical Education: 
This half term we will look at sending and receiving games and gymnastics. 
 
PHSE/RSE: 
Our unit this half term is looking at computer safety.  
 
Design Technology 
This half term we will be making a Micro-garden with a stable structure. 
 
Music: 
Contrasting dynamics: Space theme. This unit explores space themed soundscapes.  
 
Computing: 
This half term we will be learning how to programme simple quizzes on Scratch Junior.  

As educators we are all passionate about the way children are formed by the environment in which 
they grow. To become our best self we will need the environment that enables this. 
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This half term promises to be an enriching and enjoyable experience for all students in Class 2. We look forward to a season filled 
with learning, growth, and fun!
